Flood Control Issue 

The Board of Supervisors discussed the recent flooding, the problem of gravel bars in the 
stream and the bridges inspected with FEMA.   

Aungst stated a permit was received from DEP on Friday to take out four gravel bars and he 
feels our road crew can do it.  Aungst stated permission was also received from Frank Zukas 
of SEDCO to cross his property to get to the stream. 

Kulkaski questioned the work and refused to give permission for the Township to cross his 
property to reach some of the gravel bars without having his engineers look at the situation. 

A lengthy discussion on the scope of the work, the need for additional work in the area, 
funding for the work and other flood issues followed. 

Aungst moved to approve having the Township road crew remove the gravel bars from 
Swopes Valley Stream above Roberts Road and to seek funding for the work.  Wise 
seconded the motion, all were in favor and motion carried 5 to 0.

� Aungst requested Ferguson run budget reports as soon as possible for him and Wise.

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At 8:58 PM Zimmerman moved to adjourn the meeting, Aungst seconded the motion and all 
were in favor; motion carried 5 to 0 and meeting was adjourned.
