APRIL 23, 2009 SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

A special meeting was held on April 23, 2009 at 7 PM to discuss the 2009 Zoning Ordinance Changes and other business before the Board of Supervisors.

CALL TO ORDER - Chairman Larry D. Zimmerman called the April 23, 2009 meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:59 PM.  Attending were Supervisors Larry D. Zimmerman, Diane Tobin, Allen Aungst, Jerry Wise, and Judy Lehman.  Office Assistant Becky Ibarra and township Engineer David Horst (Alfred Benesch Co.) were in attendance along with others (list on file).  Sect/ Treas. Kathy Ferguson was ill and unable to attend meeting.

GENERAL BUSINESS

· MOLD REMEDIATION – Lehman explained that Dean Klopp, President of Proac, was at the meeting to review the proposal from his company and answer any questions the board may have.  Klopp first presented background information about the company and his experience in the remediation process.  Proac came on-site a few weeks and looked at the building and found some suspect visible mold in the basement behind some paneling and on the drywall.  Lehman shared some air sample results with Proac.  Klopp explained the different types of mold and the fact that mold grows with moisture.  In the Township building, there were not high levels of mold in the air but there are organisms indoors that are not outdoors.  The type found in the Township building is commonly found with water damage indoors. Klopp explained the mold clean up process in depth including the use of thermal camera.  Proac’s proposal includes the 3 main rooms downstairs and the hallway.  This includes removal of wall 4 feet high or as high as ceiling (if needed).  The studs would be left in place.  Once removed, the surfaces are treated and hepa vacuumed.  Actual proposal is on file in the Township office.  Klopp asked if the Board had any questions.  Zimmerman asked if the water problems were corrected, would the mold problem go away.  Klopp stated yes it would.  However, any mold in place now would remain unless it’s cleaned properly.  Lehman asked if the camera would help detect where the water spots are in the building.  Klopp stated it would.  Lehman noted a concern about the blockage of the rain spouting.    Aungst had some questions about the clean up process.  Klopp explained process again.  Klopp does not recommend putting drywall back up again until the water problem is corrected.  Aungst asked about carpet clean up.  Klopp stated they will remove the carpet and as much as the glue as possible.  Zimmerman stated the Board has other numbers to review.  Tobin noted she thought the decision was to be made tonight.  Zimmerman noted he thought the other numbers have changed.  Tobin noted there were no changes; the only change was the addition of Proac’s estimate.  The Board again reviewed and discussed all quotes provided for the mold clean up.  Lehman moved to accept the quote from Proac to remediate the mold.  Aungst noted his concern about additional cost from Proac if Thompson’s can do the same thing, especially since Thompson is local.  Wise asked if a de-humidifier was still going to be purchased.  Zimmerman noted that purchase was approved at last month’s Board Meeting.  Tobin seconded Lehman’s motion.  Zimmerman called for a vote on Lehman’s motion.  Tobin, Aungst, Wise, and Lehman voted in favor of the motion, Zimmerman opposed the motion, motion carried 4-1.  Zimmerman offered no explanation for his disapproval.   Lehman will follow up to schedule the appointment with Proac.  The Board noted to have Proac remove the wall up to the ceiling and to not include the post-remediation testing.  Zimmerman signed the contract from Proac and gave it to Ibarra.
· RAIN SPOUTING - Zimmerman made a motion to remove the rain spouting from the perimeter filter.  Tobin seconded the motion, all were favor and motion carried 5-0.
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2009 ZONING AMENDMENTS

Dave Horst presented draft copies of the proposed changes to the Board.  He also gave a copy to Ibarra for the Township Office and another for Zoning Officer Clinton Koontz.   Zimmerman invited Larry Hoffman (resident) to come to the front to view a copy of the revisions.  Horst noted all the proposed changes were highlighted and asked the Board to concentrate on those areas.  Horst noted some of the most notable changes to the ordinance, including the changes in districts and other changes.  Horst noted it would be helpful to have the Zoning Officer involved in the process.  The next step in the process is to get a revised zoning map completed.  There were some discussions on various ordinances between the Board and Horst.  Horst instructed the Board to review the changes for the next meeting.   Horst will have copies for the Planning Commission and will send the PDF file to Kathy to have posted on the Township website.  The Board decided tentatively to meet on May 14th, 2009 at 6 PM to discuss the changes (Horst will not be present).  They will report any desired changes to Dave by the end of May.  Tobin reminded Ibarra that this meeting would need to be advertised.

OTHER GENERAL BUSINESS

· MOWER REPAIR – Zimmerman provided copies of a proposal from Pat Aungst totaling $8,139 to repair the mower (re-build).  The proposal includes four new cables, new roller, new parts, and other adjustments.  These repairs would re-condition the mower.  The cost does not include shipping for the new parts.  Zimmerman noted the cost for a new mower is around $40,000.  Zimmerman noted the problems with the current mower are from neglect.  Wise made a motion to go with the estimate from Pat Aungst to do the repair work to the mower.  Aungst seconded the motion.  Zimmerman, Aungst, and Wise voted in favor of the motion, Tobin and Lehman opposed the motion, motion carried 3-2.  Lehman noted she would rather see the purchase of new mower.
· OFFICE FILES – Aungst noted the need for Ibarra to have access to office files.  For example, while Ferguson was out of the office this week, Aungst wanted Ibarra to prepare correspondence that was agreed upon at last month’s Board Meeting.  However, Ibarra did not have access to these files.  Lehman asked if Aungst meant Ibarra should have access to all files.  Aungst stated the access should be to all secretarial files (not treasury files) and that Ibarra should also have access to do some of the necessary reports for the Board.  Lehman noted Ibarra’s computer couldn’t handle any more uploaded programs.  Ibarra agreed with Lehman’s statement.   Zimmerman noted the Board gave permission to buy a new computer for the office, but Ferguson has not purchased one to date.  A discussion was held on the two office computers not being on a network.  Zimmerman agreed that someone other than Ferguson should have access to the office files with the exception of the treasury or personnel files.  Zimmerman noted that Ferguson should re-arrange the files to have one cabinet for treasury and personnel files that would be locked.  The remainder of the files should be able to be accessed by Ibarra.  Zimmerman also noted the need for another key to be made available to a delegate in case something would happen to Ferguson.  The Board discussed the need in the near future to have an assistant secretary/treasurer.  Zimmerman made a motion to have Ferguson take all the treasury/personnel files and move them to a separate locked file cabinet and give Ibarra a key to all the other filing cabinets (excluding the treasury/personnel files).   Aungst seconded the motion, all were in favor, motion carried 5 to 0.   Lehman questioned Aungst moving money at the bank and if he had the authority to do that.  Aungst noted that it was PLGIT account and was approved at a Board Meeting.  Aungst noted the move to be done before noon and Ferguson was out of the office for the day.  Lehman is asking if there should be a person from the Board to sign bank items if Ferguson is out of the office.  Zimmerman said to think about it for another meeting.  The Board gave a reminder for Ferguson to purchase the new computer.  Tobin noted that due to compatibility issues, two computers should be purchased and then networked.  Zimmerman noted the reason the network was disconnected before is because the computer company said the network was the reason the computers kept having problems.  A discussion was held about networking between the Board.  The Board instructed Ibarra to look through old meeting minutes for prices approved for a new computer.
· RECREATION AREA BATHHOUSE – Aungst gave an update on the bathhouse.  The building architectural drawing does not include electric or plumbing.  The guidelines from DNCR state the need to have the specifications spelled out for electric and plumbing on a separate sheet.  Allen stated the need to find someone to complete these items.  Dennis Fidler is surveying the area for no charge.  Aungst stated the need to get a bulldozer to level off the area for the bathhouse and to grade off the walking path.  Aungst stated the Recreation Board should have the flexibility to get someone to do this when the timing is right rather than waiting for the Board of Supervisors Approval at the next meeting.  There was a discussion between Zimmerman and Aungst on moving the dirt for the bathhouse area.  Zimmerman noted that he would look at the area with the Township backhoe.  Aungst noted the Recreation Board has a $5,000 budget and they should be given up to $1,000 to use to complete the bathhouse.  Zimmerman made a motion to allow the Recreation Board to spend up to $2,000 towards the assembly of the restrooms.  Lehman seconded the motion.  Tobin asked if this work was something that would have to be repeated in the future.  Aungst and Zimmerman stated it would not have to be repeated.  Zimmerman called for a vote of the motion.  All were in favor, and motion passed 5 to 0.  

ADJOURNMENT - At 9:06 PM Zimmerman moved to adjourn the meeting, Tobin seconded the motion, all were in favor and the motion carried 5 to 0.
