21-41 Brush Truck 

 
 

Brush Truck 21-41 is a 1969 Dodge Power Wagon W300, 1 Ton, and is 6WD.  It has a 
200 gallon tank with a 150 gpm Davey pump, and 200 ft. of 1 in. pre-connect attack line 
and an extra 100 ft. of 1 ¼” hose.  The stainless steel bed and mahogany deck were 
fabricated in-house.  The truck carries a variety of fire fighting equipment including a 
Toro 2500 generator, rakes, chainsaw, Pulaski tools, etc.  Seats 3 firefighters comfortably 
 
 
 

21-11 Pumper Tanker 

 
 
21-11 is a 2000 International Central States pumper tanker.  It has a 2000 gal tank, and 
has a 1500 gpm pump.  There are 6 pre-connected attack lines, 1100 ft. of 5 inch LDH, 
and a 2100-gallon porta-tank, as well as a 20 gal AFFF foam tank.  The engine carries 
rescue cutters and spreaders, and various other fire fighting equipment.   
Oxygen and various BLS medical equipment are also available on this truck.  This truck 
seats 2 fire fighters.

Suedburg Fire Company’s FPV is a 1999 Chevy Tahoe acquired through funds received 
from a PA state grant.  Seats 5 comfortably and is equipped with cones, flares, BLS 
medical supplies and flashlights.
